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Overview:

This study investigates the use of ICT ACROSS THE SCHOOL CURRICULUM SUBJECTS IN THE Foundation Stage (3-5 years olds) and Primary Schools (5-11 year olds). By generating the data from both qualitative and quantitative genre, the research is aiming at exploring the ways in which and the extent to which ICT is applied in for this age group across the boundaries of the National Curriculum in England. The next research question is to seek for any evidence or clue of change in the pedagogy and the whole process of teaching and learning in this period. "Transformation" of this process – or re-engineering- is generally opted for in many government policies and this investigation is an effort to find out and describe the actual classroom practices in which ICT is extensively used to teach other subjects.
